Fyodor Pavlovich ZAITSEV, third secretary. Born October 27, 1978. Graduated from the Moscow State Institute of International Relations, worked at the Russian Embassy in the Republic of Rwanda and was an attache at the Africa Department, MFA, Russia. A young talented diplomat, sensitive, responsive, good comrade and solicitous son and brother. On an upward flight came to an abrupt end the life and career of a capable Arabist and courageous man who to the last fulfilled his professional and civic duty.

Anatoly Nikolayevich SMIRNOV, driver. Born July 10, 1973. Graduated from a vocational technical school in Moscow, worked at various Moscow enterprises and served in the Armed Forces. Since 1996 worked as a driver at the Motor Transport Establishment of the Russian MFA. Was distinguished by high professional skill, worked sparing no time; a loyal and reliable comrade, a brave and worthy citizen of his country.

Rinat Nailevich AGLIULIN, cook. Born January 1, 1978. Graduated from a technicum in Tajikistan, served in the army, worked as a cook in the restaurant of the President Hotel complex of the Administrative Department of the Office of the President of the Russian Federation. A highly skilled expert of his job, modest, friendly and industrious person, and good sportsman, who honestly discharged his official duty in difficult conditions.

Oleg Yevgenyevich FEDOSEYEV. Born November 28, 1964. Served in the Armed Forces, from 1984-1986. Worked as a driver at Motor Pool 29 of Moscow, from 1986-1992. From 1992 held various administrative-technical positions at the MFA, and repeatedly went on short-term business trips abroad to perform the functions of a security guard at Russian missions there. Distinguished himself as a resourceful and professionally well trained worker. Performed the duties laid upon him with a high sense of responsibility. Enjoyed great prestige and respect among his work colleagues. Killed in the line of duty, displaying courage and heroism.
